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BIGBOPPA’s ROCK’N’ROLL CLUB is a live band music club that was established in December 2004 and is based at Botany Bay Cricket Club, East Lodge Lane, Enfield. It is dedicated to the golden age of rock and pop between the mid 50s and late 60s. Many ‘local’ bands from the Essex/Hertfordshire area, including Benny and the Jetts, ‘Steady Eddie’ Phillips, The Cougars, Tramline, 5% Volume, Dream Circle and 60s All Stars, have all played their part on the second Wednesday of every month when the Club meets. 





Among the many stars that have played at Bigboppa’s are Kinks Mick Avory and John Dalton; Bruvvers Pete Oakman and John Clare; Beaky, from Dave Dee, Dozy, Beaky, Mick and Tich and Swinging Blue Jean Alan Lovell.





The Club has also been fortunate to attract some of the best rock’n’roll bands on the circuit. Since forging links with UK Rock magazine we have experienced the music of The Runaway Boys, The Borderlines, All Shook Up, The Roosters, Kat and The K9s and The TTs.





During the winter months we have been entertained, in Saturday Specials, by such headline acts as The Overtures, The Beached Boys, ABBA Factor and The Bootleg Blues Brothers. The Overtures performed at Elton John’s civil wedding and supported him at the O2 in front of 15,000 fans on New Year’s Eve 2008, whilst The Beached Boys were, in 2009, voted the best UK Beach Boys tribute band. Additionally Alvin performs his Elvis tribute each year and we have also been entertained by one of the country’s leading Buddy Holly tribute artistes, Graham Holley.
