code of conduct: 

• All members must play within the rules and respect officials and their decisions. 

• All members must respect the rights, dignity and worth of all par8cipants regardless of 
gender, ability, cultural background or religion. 

• Members should keep to agreed 8mings for training and compe88ons or inform their 
coach or team manager if they are going to be late. 

• Members must wear suitable kit – Helmets, pads, etc. as required by ECB rules and best 
prac8ce guidance for specific ac8vity baMng, bowling etc. sports shoes, cricket whites or 
suitable training kit including shorts,  caps or hats as appropriate to protect against sun – 
for training and match sessions, as agreed with the coach/team manager. 

• Members must pay any fees for training or events promptly. 

• Junior members are not allowed to smoke on club premises or whilst represen8ng the club 
at compe88ons. 

• Junior members are not allowed to consume alcohol or drugs of any kind on the club 
premises or whilst represen8ng the club. 
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
